I would also like to bring to your attention that when you attend the Nationals at Charleville 
this Easter you will be shooting the 3D event under the IFAA rules for those members wanting 
to practice for the 2011 World Bow Hunting competition. The ABA divisions will apply for 2010 
but if you attend the 3D shoot in 2011 you will be required to compete under the IFAA 
divisions. You will be required to have a IFAA Grade prior to the 2011 3D Worlds. 
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
