It was beautiful to watch though the Bino’s, the arrow in flight all the way to the centre and never 

even looked like missing. A great shot and had her smiling a big wide smile for the rest of the 

round. 

The targets shot were: Turkey, Crocogator, Coyote, Wolf, 3 different Bears, Pigs, Goats, Warthog, 

Javelina, Fox, Elk, Caribou, Deer, Mountain Lion and Cat. 

After lunch it was swap ranges and out again we went in much more pleasant conditions for the one 



With the round over, it was down to the serious business of relaxing and telling tall 

tales of the shot that could have been and having a well earned coldie.

c) An amendment was required in the wording in the 2009 AGM 

minutes so that the motion regarding the combination of grades is 

noted correctly as “failed”. 

d) Mike White presented a “to do”  list re the WBHC which was 

discussed in detail and all points raised will be addressed with the 

club at its December shoot to ensure that the WBHC is organised 

and conducted to the required standard.

f) Tony Hartcher spoke about the need for National Executive visits to 

be two fold in nature , provide the necessary support for training (if 

required) and be there for questions from Branch members.

n) After discussion it was decided that a “package” was needed to 

be put together to enable Team Managers to be aware of their 

responsibilities, requirements and conduct of the management of 

the team prior to, during and at the completion of an event. 

o) A smaller flag was required by the flag bearer of the Australian 

Teams that compete overseas. Tony spoke to Eric about the sizes 

and Eric will get one organised. 

p) When competing overseas all those representing the Nation and 

ABA should have a dress shirt for those activities that require 

something more than just a Polo shirt.

v) The 2011 Pacific Regional Championships are being held at Avon 

Valley Field Archers and discussion was held on the advertising and 

web information required as well as the timing for placement in the 

magazine and on the web site. 

w) The Association at one time provided a Corporate Coaching 

package, with the introduction of the new coaching system Lynne 

and Jeff are to revamp the corporate coaching package to 

enable us to offer this again. 

x) Mark raised a number of minor concerns on the Champion of 

Nations team member‟s payments and the current way it works.
