- Appointed position by the National Executive Committee

The Australian Bowhunters Association Inc currently has a position for a National Director of Coaching.
I'he person appointed to this pesition will be responsible for the day to day organisation of coaching
syliabus and coaching personnel within the Association,

The role of the National Dircctor of Coaching is defined as;

“The National Director of Coaching shall be responsible for the Association’s National Coaching
Programme and for the review of the programme as required from time to time. The holder shall be
responsible for the training and qualification of Coaches and or instructors of the Association and for the
conduct of the Coaching Programme. The holder shall organise coaching clinics and other such training
activities as considered necessary, and shall coach all representative teams selected for international
competition. This officer shall provide advice to the National Executive Committee in respect to
coaching requirements of the Association.”

It should be noted that the successful candidate will be initially responsible for the review and provision
of a succinct and comprehensive syllabus for all coaches as directed by the National Executive and shall
ensure the application of this syllabus by all coaches.

The successful candidate should also note that the 2010 year is a year of re-accreditation that will require
the National Director of Coaching to lead a training review/re-accreditation for all Branch Coaches.

Action Graphics is to be approached to prepare 20 targets for counsideration (these
targets should be those faces that are the most realistic). Mike White is still
pursuing 2 other printers.

Branch Controllers are to continue to look at the potential for new clubs and what
advertising can be provided to assist in the forming of those potential clubs. Any
Branch requiring assistance with newspaper advertising should contact Gary
Jackson.

Branch Controliers were asked to submit details of the financial structure of funds
taken at branch shoots in the last minutes. To date only Branch C.D,H,I and J
have submitted information. This was requested to enable the Association to
rationalise and look at bringing all branches under the same guidelines to ensure
that the maximum amount of funds can be returned to clubs. It is felt that a white
board “proposal™ should be put together from all the Branch returns.

AGM Field Technical Committes Mecting discussions:

- The use of moveable sights in the Bowhunter Division was discussed and
it was agreed that the sight can be movable but must not be moved during
a competition. The use of one pin was also discussed and it was decided
that the rules state 4 to S pins and as such one pin was thercfore not
allowed.

- VP Field was expiloring the Whisker Biscuit for IFAA competitions, Tim
Stone the IFAA Treasurer confirmed from his IFAA contacts that the |
Whisker Biscuit or other like arrow containment rests was not legal for
the Bowhunter and Barebow Divisions because the side thereof extended
above the arrow. The National Executive endorsed the decision for the
National ABA Round.

The beginner archers manual put together by Peter Mosse is currently being
published

A fter much discussion it was felt that $0.50 per arrow, for those arrows to be shot
at a competition, was a fair and just price for the hire of National 3D targets. To
enable clubs or Branches to hire them, the rounds being shot and the quantity of
targets sought must be provided prior to any approval being given.

2 x 20 Foot Containers have been purchased. Targets will picked up and moved in
the next 2 weeks or so. The trailer was not the Association’s so no further action
is required on this.

To make sure that Wagga Wagga Field Archers have continuity of contact with
the National Executive it was decided that Mike White and Jeff Bell would be
contacts for the club for any matter conceming the 2011 WBHC.
